Literary
works like *Kalila wa Dimna* and *Magamat al-Hariri* were richly illustrated, while scientific
texts featured technical drawings explaining concepts. Mamluk and other regional schools
contributed notable works, blending art, science, and knowledge across medicine, astronomy,
geography, and military arts.

Dr. Sharareh Salehi is an art historian specializ-
ing in Persian painting and Islamic art, focusing
on visual depictions of prophets and saints. She
holds a PhD from the University of Strasbourg
and has taught and researched across Europe
and the Middle East, while also maintaining an
active artistic practice.

It focuses on how UNESCO classifies manuscripts in its various
heritage registers—both tangible and intangible—highlighting the status of Arabic-Islamic man-
uscripts, using a descriptive analytical approach.
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Dr. Serap Ekizler Sonmez

Dr. Serap Ekizler Sonmez is a researcher and
artist specializing in Islamic geometric patterns,
with over 15 years of experience. She combines
a background in science, art, and Islamic history,
teaching, publishing, and conducting interna-
tional research on the intersection of art, archi-
tecture, and science.
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A Rare Dual-Level Five-Fold Pattern and Its Relationship with the Four Directions Image
This study examines a rare geometric pattern found in the Topkapi manuscript H.1956
(15th-16th centuries), characterized by a complex structure based on the 72° angle system and
a butterfly-like pentagonal-square design. It aims to analyze this five-layered system and trace
its symbolism and influence in miniature painting, illumination, and Arabic calligraphy.
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Prof. Khaled Azab

Khaled Mohamed Mostafa Azab is an Egyptian
historian and researcher specializing in Islamic
antiquities. He holds a PhD in Islamic architec-
ture and has held leadership roles at the Biblio-
theca Alexandrina, where he founded documen-
tation projects and cultural magazines. He has
authored over 30 books, contributed to major
restoration projects, and received prestigious
awards for research and cultural publishing.

Kamal al-Din al-Farisi presents the Islamic civilization’s view of Arabic calligraphy as a visual art
based on proportion, order, and harmony among forms. Beauty arises from the combination of
partial meanings within a balanced system, perceived by the eye through letter harmony, light
and shadow interaction, similarity, and contrast, making Arabic calligraphy an embodiment of
intellectual and artistic beauty.

Dr. Khaoula Trad is a postdoctoral researcher at
the University of Hamburg's CSMC, contributing
to the Ajami Lab project on African languages in
Arabic script. Her work bridges Islamic studies,
manuscript cultures, and cultural history, with a
focus on prenatal life in the medieval Islamic
West and knowledge transmission.

Visual Expression in the Timbuktu Collection: Insights into the West African Manuscript
Culture

The visual arts in Islamic manuscripts reflect regional diversity shaped by religious and legal
traditions. The influence of the Maliki school in the western Islamic world led to a non-figura-
tive, abstract style. This paper studies the visual features of the Timbuktu collection—analyzing
script, gilding, ornamentation, and colors—to highlight the uniqueness of West African manu-
scripts within broader Islamic artistic traditions.
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Prof. Dr. José Miguel Puerta

Professor Dr. José Miguel Puerta holds a Ph.D. in
Arabic Philology and is a member of the Royal
Academy of Fine Arts in Granada. His academic
work focuses on Islamic art, aesthetics, and the
cultural heritage of Al-Andalus.
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Masterpieces of Andalusi Calligraphy and Their Aesthetic Dimensions

The study examines the development of Arabic calligraphy in al-Andalus and its relationship
with painting and geometry in manuscripts, artifacts, and architecture. It reviews early inscrip-
tions and Kufic script in Cordoba's monuments and artworks, the emergence of Andalusi
cursive and naskh scripts in Qur'ans, culminating in the Alhambra architecture, which uniquely
blends calligraphy, decoration, and poetry.
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Siti Marina Mohd

Siti Marina Mohd Maidin is a curator at the
Islamic Arts Museum Malaysia, specializing in
Islamic art, Malay heritage, and manuscripts.
With a science background, she combines
historical research and community engage-
ment, curating major exhibitions like Oceans
that Speak and Al-Tibb: Healing Traditions.
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Illuminations and Bookbinding of Qur‘an and Religious Manuscripts in the Malay World
Qur’ans and prayer books in the Malay world—centered in Malaysia, Indonesia, southern Philip-
pines, and southern Thailand—feature diverse decorations reflecting local styles and Islamic
influences across the Indian Ocean. Bindings vary between cloth and leather. Artists drew on
local traditions while being influenced by Islamic art, especially from the Hejaz, creating a
blend of regional and Islamic manuscript styles.
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Saeed Al-Madaawi

Saeed Munir Abdelghani Al-Madaawi is a manu-
script preservation and cataloging specialist
with extensive experience in Egypt and Saudi
Arabia. He currently serves as General Supervi-
sor of the lIslamic Manuscripts House at Al
Qasimia University, Sharjah, UAE, with expertise
in restoration, cataloging, evaluation, and
conducting preservation workshops.
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The Aesthetics of Islamic Calligraphy and Ornamentation at the Manuscripts House in the
Emirate of Sharjah

The Sharjah Manuscript House was established in 2017 and became an independent institution
in 2023. It houses rare Islamic and global manuscripts, aiming to collect, preserve, and restore
them, while providing access for research on intellectual, cultural, and scientific production.
This study presents examples of Arabic calligraphy and Islamic ornamentation from this rare
collection.
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Dr. Antoine Abi Aad

Antoine Abi Aad is an Associate Professor at
Zayed University with a Ph.D. in Design from
Japan. An expert in typography, Arabic calligra-
phy, and multilingual design, he has taught glob-
ally, curated exhibitions, led workshops, and
contributed widely to design education and
visual culture.

This study explores how traditional Arabic calligraphy rules, while limiting innovation, can also
inspire growth. Through a structured educational approach, students analyze Japanese typog-
raphy to reinterpret Arabic letterforms using digital tools. The method fosters creativity, criti-
cal thinking, and cultural authenticity, producing modern Arabic typography that balances
heritage and innovation across design applications.
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Prof. Dr. Idham Hanash

Prof. Dr. Idham Hanash is a calligrapher, scholar,
and art critic, currently Director of the Calligra-
phy and Manuscript Center at ICESCO. An Iraqi
expert in Arabic calligraphy aesthetics and man-
uscript studies, he has authored over 20 books,
participated in international conferences, and
contributed to developing academic curricula in
Islamic arts.
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Cultures of Manuscripts in the Islamic World

This study examines manuscripts as a multifaceted intellectual and cultural phenomenon,
intersecting literary, archaeological, and aesthetic disciplines while extending toward a broad-
er dimension — the “culture of the manuscript.” Here, the manuscript is viewed as a cultural
symbol embodying communal identity, a civilizational product reflecting human interaction,
and an artistic unity expressing cultural diversity and integration.
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Dr. Heba Barakat

Dr. Heba Nayel Barakat is an expert in Islamic art
and architecture history, specializing in Egypt,
the Islamic world, and Southeast Asia. She holds
a PhD from the Russian Academy of Sciences
and has led key curatorial roles, including at the
Islamic Arts Museum Malaysia and the Egyptian
Postal Museum.
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Innovative approach to Arabic script styles and floral designs inspired by the tombstones
of Makkah Al Mukaramah

The tombstones which were preserved from al Ma'llah cemetery of Makkah, reveals outstand-
ing script styles and new designs, that poses the question of who were the calligraphs of
Makkah from the 3rd/4th century Hijrah to 10th/11th century H. Despite any limitations and
restrictions, the calligraphers safeguarded within these tombstones outstanding trends that
are not known to us today.
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Dr. Shahriar Piroozram

Shahriar Piroozram is Senior Ornament and
Calligraphy Designer at SL Rasch with over 25
years of experience in Islamic arts. He holds a
PhD from the Art University of Isfahan and has
taught and led projects internationally, with
works in major museums and private
collections.
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Islamic bookbinding as a multi-technique craft

Islamic bookbinding combines artistry, beauty, and function, emerging early in Islam to
preserve and spread knowledge, especially the Quran and scientific manuscripts. Influenced by
Persian, Ottoman, and Mamluk styles, it featured gilded, embossed, and inlaid leather covers.
Beyond aesthetics, it safeguards cultural and intellectual heritage, ensuring its transmission
across generations.
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Omran Alblooshi

Engineer Imran Al Balushi, a board member of
the Emirates Society for Arabic Calligraphy and
Islamic Ornamentation, is a calligrapher distin-
guished for reviving early Islamic scripts with a
contemporary touch. Trained under Moham-
med Al Nouri at the Sharjah Center for Arabic
Calligraphy, he mastered classical scripts such
as Thuluth and Eastern Kufic. He has participat-
ed in numerous exhibitions and forums and was
honored with the Emirati Calligrapher Award at
the latest Sharjah Calligraphy Biennial.
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Mohamed Altamimi

Mohammed Hussein Al Tamimi, an Emirati
calligrapher from Dubai, developed his passion
for Arabic calligraphy during school and honed
his skills independently through continuous
practice and observation. After leaving football,
he devoted himself to calligraphy and collabo-
rated with Brand Dubai on murals inspired by
UAE leaders’ poetry, alongside workshops and
lectures.
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Prof. Dr. Selcuk Artut

Maryam Al Balooshi is an Emirati calligrapher
and writer from the third generation of Emirati
calligraphers. Passionate about Arabic script
since childhood, she developed her own style
that blends beauty with cultural messages. She
has participated in local and international exhi-
bitions, and collaborated with Van Cleef & Arpels
and BMW. A recipient of multiple awards, she
currently serves as Senior Manager of Environ-
mental Affairs at the UAE General Civil Aviation
Authority.
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Prof. Dr. Selcuk Artut

Selcuk Artut is an Associate Professor in Media
Communications at Sabanci University, with
expertise spanning visual arts, interactive and
sound art, and the relationship between humans
and technology. He holds a Ph.D. in Media Com-
munications from the European Graduate
School and has a strong background in creative
coding, live coding, and physical computing.
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From Sacred Geometry to Generative Code: Bridging Tradition and Digital Innovation

This study examines the continuity between historical Islamic geometric art and contempo-
rary generative design. Rooted in the fusion of mathematics and aesthetics, both traditions
share principles of symmetry, repetition, and algorithmic precision. Using creative coding, the
research reveals how digital tools reinterpret classical analytical methods through modern
computational creativity.

This research examines the historical development of traditional ink (midad) for writing,
gilding, and miniature painting, analyzing its components, quality, and enhancement methods.
It provides manual techniques to improve commercially available ink for fine and macro callig-
raphy, supported by practical experiments, addressing lost traditional knowledge and offering
high-quality, specialized ink solutions.
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Dr. Hala Qasqas

Dr. Hala Qasqgas holds a PhD in Art History and
Visual Studies from the University of Victoria,
Canada. She is currently a Barakat Trust Post-
doctoral Fellow at the Khalili Research Centre,
University of Oxford, focusing on shadow thea-
tre and material culture in 19th-century Damas-
Ccus.
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The Symbolism of Motifs in Abu Subhi al-Tinawi’s Underglass Paintings: Visual Heritage in
Damascene Folk Paintings

This study examines Syrian artist Abu Subhi Al-Tannawi (1888-1973), known for his glass paint-
ings reflecting Damascus’s cultural identity. His work combines decorative, geometric, and
narrative motifs, transforming everyday spaces into cultural memory. The research highlights
how his symbolic imagery bridges aesthetics and storytelling, demonstrating the innovative
role of folk art within Islamic decorative traditions.
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Dr. Michael James Erdman

Michael James Erdman is a scholar and curator
specializing in Middle Eastern and Central Asian
studies. He currently serves as Head of the
Middle East and Central Asia Section at the
British Library. Dr. Erdman holds a PhD in Near
and Middle Eastern Studies from the School of
Oriental and African Studies, University of
London, and has a background in economics and
international affairs.
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Uncovering the Manuscript Heritage of Southeast Arabia

This study explores the British Library's Arabic manuscript collections, highlighting their role in
shaping Islamic calligraphy and ornamentation. Focusing on Southeast Arabia, it examines
non-luxury manuscripts, analyzing calligraphy, decoration, age, copyists, and production sites
to reveal unique regional traditions and contributions to Arabic book arts often overlooked in
broader scholarship.
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
